The Koala uniform is unique in its design and instantly recognisable. There is the need to constantly maintain and update these uniforms, some of which are as old as the band itself. 








As a community based organisation, the Koalas have major financial commitments in Public Liability and instrument insurances, equipment trailer registration and upkeep, equipment and instrument maintenance, rehearsal space rental, communication costs (telephone, standard mail), musical scores and transport costs to unpaid performances.
